Paul Strand, CBN News Senior Washington Correspondent:  Add up the gross domestic product for all the world and 
it comes to about $50 trillion.  But now there's a wild trade going on between investors in something called 
"derivatives" that adds up to more than $700 trillion.  Some people are worried this massive trade in derivatives is so 
big, so widespread, and in some cases, possibly so dangerous, it could seriously threaten the world’s markets.  And 
your pocketbook!  Phil Kerpen, a policy analyst at American for Prosperity, a group promoting free markets, said that 
if you go back a few centuries, you’ll find the origin of derivatives was innocent enough: farmers wanting to protect 
the price for their crops.  And the And the grocer would agree because he knew he would get as many crops as he 
needed that year at a guaranteed price.  So derivatives aren't actually assets, but deals made about assets.  And in 
many cases, they're just bets.  This hedging of risk is an insurance policy for both sides.  But the trade has grown so 
big and is carrying so much risky debt, that one of the world's savviest investors of all -- Warren Buffett -- labeled 
derivatives "financial weapons of mass destruction, carrying dangers that... are potentially lethal."  One of the biggest 
dangers is tied up in what's called counter-party risk, where several firms may be involved in one derivatives deal.  
And that leads to a serious risk because, as Mackenzie explained, "if they fail, it's like a chain of dominoes. Once one 
person stops paying, then all these other trades that have built off that first trade are also under threat."  Kerpen 
said if you're still far from retirement, don't panic and bail out of your investing. But he warned if all this bad 
economic news keeps hitting the market, "I think that the ordinary investor will see their balances going down for the 
rest of this year most likely."  Not everyone agrees. Many analysts expect a market recovery later this year.  But for 
now, the Federal Reserve and other officials are focused on keeping the derivatives problem from helping to create 
an economic crisis.

CBN News reporter Lee Webb - Over the last two decades, a number of Christian schools have popped up around the 
country employing what is known as the classical approach to education.  They are modeling the curriculum of one 
school in Moscow, Idaho.  Logos School third graders greet teacher Julie Garfield in Latin. By the time these students 
are in the tenth grade, they will be able to converse and read original works in the ancient language.  Douglas Wilson 
was the co-founder of Logos. “At the beginning, all I knew is that I didn't want my kids to have what I got,” Wilson 
said. “I felt ripped-off, vaguely. And we were trying to impart the kind of education that none of us had received.”  
Wilson had discovered an essay titled “The Lost Tools of Learning,” written by British author Dorothy Sayers in the 
late 40s.  Sayers wrote, "Although we often succeed in teaching our pupils 'subjects,' we fail lamentably, on the 
whole, in teaching them how to think."  Schools today place a premium on computer training, while only 31 percent 
of college graduates are able to understand lengthy passages from books.  Rote learning is almost a bad term in 
many cases -- the idea that children should memorize something without having a complete concept of it,” Tom 
explained. Ninety-two percent of Logos graduates go on to college.  Many of them go no further than a couple of 
miles away, to New Saint Andrews -- the classical Christian college also co-founded by Wilson.  Even the math is 
based on the classical method developed by Euclid, the founder of geometry.  Apparently, they are doing well. Logos 
has had 25 National Merit semi-finalists, which is per capita the highest in Idaho.  And its students score 35 percent 
higher than the national average on year-end achievement tests.

David Brody CBN News Senior National Correspondent reports:  For weeks, Iowa has been the center of the political 
universe…now it’s decision time.  For the Democrats, it’s a three way race.  Just a few votes could mean the 
difference between first and third place for Clinton, Edwards or Obama.  Some analysts believe a win here by 
national front runner Clinton could be a big boost for her.  She believes her experience sets her apart from her 
opponents.  Both Edwards and Obama are pushing “change.”  Edwards criticizes Clinton for being too cozy with 
lobbyists which plan into her message.  Obama tells audiences he doesn’t want to go back to the “politics of the 90s”, 
a clear reference to the polarizing Clinton years.  On the Republican side, polls show Iowa to be a two-man race. 
Former Massachusetts Governor Mitt Romney's well-funded organization and amount of time spent here has put him 
in a position to pull out a win.

He's appealed strongly to 
evangelical voters in this state and has a slight lead in the polls here even though he's being outspent by Romney 20 
to 1.

David Brody CBN News Senior National Correspondent reports:  The road to New Hampshire has been filled with 
plenty of plot twists but Monday, it took an unexpected one. A year of campaigning can take a toll and in a rare 
moment for Hillary Clinton, it showed.  She's been the front runner since she entered the race but now, after losing 
Iowa to Barack Obama and trailing in the polls here, Clinton is fighting for her political life.  Meanwhile, Obama 
cruises along, playing to standing room only crowds and waxing poetic about change with a few funny stories along 
the way. The Republican race looks to be a two man contest between Mitt Romney and John McCain.  Romney begs 
to differ saying McCain's been wrong on two big issues: taxes and immigration.  McCain and the rest of the GOP 
candidates contend Romney has changed his position on multiple issues. It's hurt him in the polls. CBN News asked 
Romney about the attacks on the campaign trail.  As for Iowa winner Mike Huckabee, he's playing it cool and easy, 
jammin' on bass with the local band Mama Kicks.  The socially conservative Huckabee has publicly said he'll be 
satisfied with third or fourth place here knowing that fiscal issues rule the day up here.  New Hampshire officials 
believe the turnout out here could very well be the highest since 1992. Close to a half million people may show up. If 
that's the case, the Obama campaign believes, just like the huge turnout in Iowa that plays to their advantage.

David Brody CBN News Senior National Correspondent: - A stunning victory by Hillary Clinton in New Hampshire has 
thrown the Democratic race for President for a loop. On the Republican side, it's even murkier as John McCain pulled 
out a big victory.  It's the classic come from behind victory. Like being down two touchdowns in the fourth quarter 
and yet coming back to win. Some polls had Clinton 13 points down among Democrat voters; and, even her advisors 
say this victory surprised them.  Since arriving in New Hampshire, Clinton became less scripted and opened up many 
of her appearances to questions from voters. Her advisors call it the "Let Hillary be Hillary strategy" and they believe 
it was a big difference here.  As for Iowa winner Barack Obama, his supporters were expecting a big night. Instead 
Obama counseled them to get ready for a long battle.  In another campaign hall McCain's Republican faithful chanted 
"Mac is back, Mac is back" to the theme song of the Rocky movies.   They were cheering the new life New Hampshire 
Republicans gave their candidates campaign.  Six months ago, the McCain camp struggled with low poll numbers and 
little cash so he concentrated heavily here and it paid off.  Mitt Romney pulled a repeat of his Iowa result, finishing 
second for the second straight race. He vows to fight on in next week's primary in his home state of Michigan.  By 
the way, Huckabee, the Iowa winner, came in a solid third here which his campaign says is great for a southerner to 
do so well in the Northeast.  This 2008 election is shaping up to be one of the more memorable ever. Two parties,

David Brody, CBN News Senior National Correspondent:  Super Duper Tuesday is finally here and millions of voters in 
more than 20 states are going to the polls.  Republican frontrunner John McCain came to New York City Monday and 
in front of gawking New Yorkers and a media mob, claimed that he's the Republicans' best chance to win in 
November.  McCain is leading in many of Tuesday’s key states including big ones like New York and New Jersey, but 
polls show challenger Mitt Romney may have closed the gap in some southern states and another big prize: 
California.  But Romney has company.  Iowa winner Mike Huckabee is campaigning hard in southern states and could 
do well – so well in fact that he may win some states and take votes away from Romney in the process.  As for the 
Democrats, Barack Obama went around Monday with Ted Kennedy at his side and a surprise appearance from actor 
Robert DeNiro. Obama is making the case that his judgment and new way of politics will make the difference over 
Hillary Clinton.  Obama is expected to do well in places like Illinois and some of the caucus states like Colorado. Even 
the big prize of California is in play and polls show he's closing in other states too.  Clinton has advantages in big 
states like New York and New Jersey and doing well in California is critical to her success.  Both the Clinton and 
Obama campaigns acknowledge that this is a race for delegates now, not states. And it's very possible that the 
results on the Democratic side will be so mixed tonight that there will still be no clear frontrunner.  CBN Host Gordon 
Robertson talks live with David Brody about the candidates and their chances to win in today’s primary.

CBN News Reporter, Mark Martin reports: In the race for the White House, we continually hear the candidates 
courting the middle class. It's a block of voters that could decide who becomes our next President. But who exactly is 
the middle class? That depends on who you ask -- and the answers could influence your vote.  The presidential 
hopefuls fill up campaign speeches with proposals that would help the middle class. This is not surprising, when you 
consider most Americans believe the candidates are talking to them; so whether they're talking tax cuts, health care 
or education, who exactly is going to reap the benefits from these presidential proposals? In other words, who do the 
candidates think is the middle class, and how do they believe that class is defined in terms of income?  Sen. Barack 
Obama's campaign responded directly to those questions posed by CBN News, saying Obama's middle class tax cut 
phases out for families around $150,000.  Sen. Hillary Clinton's campaign did not respond, but Hodge believes her 
proposals give some insight into her thinking. Brooks Jackson of Factcheck.org, which aims to hold politicians 
accountable, says the bottom line is to pay attention.  "Any voter is well advised to look very closely at what 
politicians are actually proposing to figure out whether their so-called middle class proposals are going to benefit 
them or not," Jackson said.

Heather Sells, CBN News Report reports: At the age of 33, Ralph Reed made the cover of Time Magazine. He was 
nationally renowned for his grass roots organizing and political strategy. Thirteen years later, Reed continues to play 
an active role in national campaigns.  Political pundits became enamored with the concept of "values voters" in the 
2004 election. However in the early 1990's, Reed had spotted their potential and had already figured out how to 
engage them politically.  In 1989, Pat Robertson asked Reed, a former national leader of the College Republicans, to 
head the Christian Coalition. Many credit Reed's political strategy as the key to helping Republicans take over 
Congress in 1994. In 1995, at perhaps the height of his power, Time Magazine again featured Reed on its cover with 
the title "The Right Hand of God."  Reed left the coalition in 1997, but has continued to be a prominent advisor to 
many national campaigns.  In 2006, he decided to run for the job of Georgia's lieutenant governor. But Reed's ties to 
lobbyist Jack Abramoff clouded his primary hopes and he lost to conservative state senator Casey Cagle.  Today, 
Reed is taking his political expertise to a new arena. He's the author of the newly published political thriller "Dark 
Horse."  Pat Robertson 700 Club Host, talks with Ralph Reed about his book and they talk about John McCain’s 
efforts to build relationship.  They talk about judges and how this race will be close.  McCain will carry the South and 
Obama the North East.

CBN News reporter Paul Strand reports from Los Angeles, CA:  When three judges ruled this February that most 
home schooling in California is illegal, they met with outrage from the governor on down.  Now the judges are 
backing down -- or at least, agreeing to re-hear the case.  The original ruling said parents have no constitutional 
right to home school and only credentialed teachers can legally home school in California.  But now the same three 
judges -- who make up the Los Angeles-based 2nd Court of Appeals -- say they will take up the case again this 
month.  Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger blasted it, saying, "This outrageous ruling must be overturned by the 
courts."  The head of the public school system put out a letter assuring parents "policy will not change in any way 
as a result of this ruling."  But until the court re-hears the case, the ruling has put somewhat of a fright into many 
home schoolers.  Though many were relieved to hear the 2nd Court of Appeals would re-hear the case that's 
potentially made most home schoolers lawbreakers, Dacus -- who is closely involved with the case -- worries. Since 
it's the same three judges, rather than overruling themselves, they might just reaffirm their original ruling, or even 
make it harsher.  But no matter what the court decides, some pro-family activists like Randy Thomasson say 
parents need to - indeed, must - keep their kids out of the California public schools. Why? Because of a new law 
about how gays and others must be portrayed in public schools.

Erick Stakelbeck CBN News Terror Analyst - WASHINGTON - Anthrax. Smallpox… these words were commonplace 
following 9/11 as potential weapons of terror against the United States.  Some experts believe a bioterrorist attack or 
pandemic outbreak could be inevitable. So how would the U.S. fight back against an infectious disease outbreak? 
Picture this frightening scenario: a contagious virus breaks out in America's heartland. Spreading quickly, it 
overwhelms hospitals making thousands violently ill and killing hundreds.  Chaos rules the streets and the economy is 
in shambles.  Then our worst fears are confirmed: terrorists have released smallpox onto the American public.  No, 
this isn't a Hollywood blockbuster. It's an actual terror threat the U.S. government wants to be prepared to fight.  
"We still need to beef up and get ready for when the next human being purposely infects himself or herself to come 
into the United States with an intention of either infecting humans or infecting our food source," said Frank Rapoport. 
Rapoport helps the government with bioterrorism issues.  Some analysts believe former Soviet scientists sold this 
type of technology to countries like Iran, Syria and North Korea.  And then there's al-Qaeda. The Pentagon says the 
group has been pursuing biological weapons for years.  While terrorists and rogue regimes may be able to get their 
hands on them, biological weapons like anthrax are extremely difficult to weaponize. And the government is 
producing a growing number of vaccines and medicines to combat the threat.  Since 2002, the Bush administration 
has spent billions preparing for the effects of a bioterrorist attack or infectious disease outbreak. The government 
wants to stifle any potential outbreak before it even starts.  High-tech sensors have been installed in several 
American cities that can detect harmful airborne pathogens. Early detection may be able to save lives.

Liquid fuel that could be used in cars, planes and 
hopefully one day make America less dependent on foreign oil.  A plan is on the table to build a $2 billion liquid coal 
plant here in Mingo County. It could be up and running by 2012 and would be one of the first liquid coal plants in 
the country.  Williamson, W. Va. is home to the nation's largest coal yard. Miles and miles of train cars filled with 
coal make there way from here to feed power plants all over the east coast.  With the price of diesel fuel sky-
rocketing, Whitt dreams of the day when some of that coal will be turned into liquid diesel to help support the local 
economy.  West Virginia congresswoman Shelley Moore Capito is also pushing hard for liquid coal. She wants 
Congress to mandate domestic production of 6 billion barrels of liquid from coal each year by 2022.  But some 
environmentalists claim liquid coal is one of the dirtiest energy sources available with double the greenhouse gas 
emissions of gasoline.

David Brody, CNB News Sr. National Correspondent WASHINGTON - One week from the Democratic convention and 
Barack Obama finds himself answering for a vote he made back in the Illinois state Senate.  It centers on a bill called the 
Born Alive Infant Protection Act. The National Right to Life committee says Obama is misleading Americans over he 
opposed the bill and Obama told CBN News the pro-life group is lying. The Born Alive Infant Protection Act would have 
required medical attention for infants born alive during an attempted abortion.  Obama voted against it more than once. 
Why? Obama says to protect Roe v. Wade and keep abortion legal. But even most abortion rights supporters say Roe 
wasn't at risk.  In a statement to CBN News, the Obama campaign wouldn't address the charge that he has 
misrepresented his position on this bill. They don't believe it's necessary since there were multiple versions of the bill at 
different times.  Instead they told CBN News "The suggestion that Obama - the proud father of two little girls - and others 
who opposed these bills supported infanticide is deeply offensive and insulting. The bills Senator Obama voted against in 
Illinois were crafted to undermine Roe v. Wade or pre-existing Illinois state law."  Meanwhile, while the Obama campaign 
concedes that the language of the federal bill and the Illinois bill are the same, the implications would have been far 
different in each case. And so they say this is not so cut and dried. Plus they say Illinois state law already had language in 
place protecting infants born alive.

Some critics 
take shots at her Pentecostal upbringing when they hear about people speaking in tongues or receiving the "gifts of the 
Holy Spirit." A Washington post cartoonist recently went as far as to suggest McCain was using Palin to communicate with 
God, but that God called it gibberish.  Faith isn't the only subject under the spotlight. Questions, even from some 
conservatives, have come up about whether she's experienced enough to be Vice-President. And perhaps one of the most 
emotional issues comes down to family.  Even some of her supporters wonder how a mother of five will be able to handle 
the role when she has an infant with Downs Syndrome and a 17-year-old who is pregnant. Those two examples may 
endear her to the pro-life movement, but bring up the important role of a mother.
