If a parent suspects a family member is
using, call a substance abuse center, don’t try to take care of it yourself. People who have an addictive behavior will give up their whole life for
the drug including their own children. Clients are made to realize that nothing they have tried alone has worked to get rid of the addiction except
a treatment center. At a treatment center clients are put in intensive care treatment which takes them away from all stressors.

Host, Jo Alice Smitherman, welcomed Trooper Stephanie Davis of the Texas Department of Public Safety to inform viewers about
educating the public, and drinking and driving in Texas. Intoxication means that a person does not have the normal use of mental or physical
faculties due to alcohol or a combination of both alcoho! and drugs and has an alcohol level of 0.08%. Alcohol impairment begins with the first
drink. Gender, body weight, the number of drinks consumed, and the amount of food, will affect the body’s ability to handle alcohol. Therefore,
one drink is too much if you are driving. The punishment for DWI varies depending on the number of times you’ve been convicted. On the first
offense there is a fine up to $2,000.00, 72 hours to 6 months in jail, 90 days to 1 year driver’s license suspended and a $1,0600 minimum for
surcharge penalties for 3 years. For a second offense there is a fine up to $4,000, 30 days to 1 year in jail, and 6 months to 2 years driver license
suspension, $1,000 minimum for surcharge penalties for 3 years. For the third offense it is considered a felony, up to $10,000 fine, 2 to 10 years
in prison, 6 months to 2 years driver license suspension, $1,000 minimum for surcharge penalties for 3 years. For a minor found in possession of
alcohol the penalties for a first time offense includes a 30-day driver license suspension, up to $500 fine, 8-12 hours of community service and a
mandatory attendance in an alcohol awareness class. Drinking before the age of 21 is significant in that alcohol impairs them more. We must
educate everyone about the dangers of drinking and driving.

The brain develops fully
approximately 21-25 years of age. Statistics show that if a minor abuses alcohol before the age of 14 years of age, then they are prone to become
an alcoholic. Minors who get caught with alcohol or drugs will have to deal with the consequences. For the 1% offense, minors will have to do 8-
12 hours of community service, lose their license for 30 days, pay a fine, and attend a 6 hour informational class. These classes include: (MIP)
Muinors in Possession, (DUT) Driving Under the Influence, (MIC) Minors in Consumption, and (PI) Public Intoxication.
